
 
The Rules of the Scenic West Hanover 

Contest 
 
All entries (except for old, historical photographs) must be 
the original work of the contestant. All sites must be located 
in West Hanover Township, Dauphin County, 
Pennsylvania. Anyone may enter. However, the contest is 
intended for amateur artists and photographers only.   
 
Photographs will be divided into three categories: Public, 
Private, and Historic. No comprehensive map or listing of 
the private site locations is planned. 
 
All entries must be received by the close of business at the 
Township Municipal Building, on October 31, 2006. 
Entries that do not meet the requirements will be 
disqualified. The EAC cannot be responsible for lost 
entries.  
 
Entries will be rated by a panel of judges with specialties in 
art, science and ecology, history, conservation, education, 
and planning. Judging will take place in November. 
Winners will be notified at the completion of the judging 
process. West Hanover EAC members and their immediate 
families may submit entries, but will not be eligible for 
prizes. 
 
Submission of an entry constitutes agreement to allow use 
and publication by the West Hanover EAC, with credit 
given to the artist or photographer. All photo entries 
become the property of the West Hanover EAC, and will 
not be returned. Original artwork will be returned, and may 
be offered for sale by the artist. 
 
The Scenic West Hanover Contest is sponsored by the West 
Hanover Township Environmental Advisory Council 
(EAC). The project goal is to identify, update, and further 
document specific natural and cultural features, such as 
woods, wildlife habitats, ground water recharge areas, 
significant farmlands, greenways, historic sites and 
buildings, and scenic views regarded as deserving 
protection.  To educate people about the value of the natural 
environment, encourage appreciation, and recognize, 
support, and promote voluntary preservation by private land 
owners and their neighbors. 

 
Private Site Details 

If the location is viewable only from private property, 
the owner should review (a), and sign (b) below. The 
owner may indicate whether the location should be 
revealed. (If not, the site will be identified only as “in 
West Hanover Township.”) Also, in the case of 
private locations, the name of the photographer may 
or may not be revealed.

You’ll need the “signed permission of the 
property owner.” (See additional form “Private Site 
Details” on the reverse side.) 
 
______Historic   Old, historical photographs go in the 
“Historic” category. (In Part One, provide as much 
documentation as possible, about the date and identity 
of the photographer.)
